Starter usage: Remove when fatigued, but must pitch 4 innings unless he has given up 8 runs OR IF ALEX WOOD IS NOT STARTING               IN IN THE SERIES THEN HE COULD ENTER AS SOON AS THE STARTER IS FATIGUED. If pitching a no hitter or shutout

and fatigued, leave in until A HIT, RUN HAS BEEN SCORED OR TIEING RUN GETS ON DECK.

Reliever usage:
Closer -  Diaz(T – B, R, L) – all save situations, 6 batters) max, if he blows a save and game goes into extra innings, start at top, go down.
Set-up/Closer – Kimbrel(T – R, L) 7th-8th inn., 6 batters max.REMOVE IF TOUGH LHB FOR Venters. Can CLOSE if Diaz unavailable.
Set-up – Edwards, Jr.( T –F)– 7-8 inning., 6 batters max. REMOVE IF TOUGH LHB FOR Venters if possible.

Set-up/ROOGY - Parker(T - L) – 6th - 7th inning, 6 batters max. Face a tough RHB in CLUTCH situations early for Venters.
LOOGY – Venters(T – R,L,F) – 6TH-8TH inning against any LH hitter in any situation, especially CLUTCH SITUATION. 
MIDDLE - Robles(T )  – before 5th through up to 6th. (6 hitters max). remove when fatigued or sooner if I get within 3 runs.

Long/Swingman  – Wood(B) 1st – 5th innings if not starting in series . Could be used as “OPENER” DEPENDING ON OPPONENT.

Stealing:  2nd Base – Trout,  McCutchen,  LeMahieu, Nunez, Marte, will try if  adj. steal rating is 7 or more & < than 2 outs.
If there is 2 outs  please still try to steal 2nd base with all the guys listed above if their adj. steal rating is 8 or more and a                                             clutch hitter is not up or on deck and the score is -1 to +5.

 3rd Base –  Trout or McCutchen with an adj. steal rating of  8 or higher and less than 2 outs or with 2 outs Trout,  McCutchen  with  an                 an  adj steal rating of  8 or more, as long as a clutch hitter is not up or on deck. 
Home - never  

Hit & Run  - LeMahieu, Nunez or Marte with any of them  on base  if they can not get a jump according to Stealing instructions.

Bunt  - 8th inning, runner on 1st w/ 0 outs tieing or winning run on 1st  with Verdugo or LeMahieu  if runner can't get jump.
 9th inning or extra innings, same as above or with 1 out and steal & hit and run not applicable.
Base Running  - To Home – if  no 0 outs and adj runner rating is 8 or more,  if 1 out and adj. runner rating is 7 or more, 
 2 outs adj. runner rating is 6 or more and if tied in the 9th or extra innings then adj. runner rating 6 or more.

To 3rd base  - only if 1 out and adj. runner rating is 8 or more.

Take extra base on throw through if adj. runner rating is 7 or more and I’m leading.

Pinch running  -  8th inning or later  if tied or losing by 1 run, fastest runner on bench with a 7 or higher Speed rating,
With man on 1st or 2nd, must have defensive replacement.

Defense -  Holding runners – runner on 1st if adj. steal rating is 3 or more.
 Throwing Home – 1.) if runner adj. running rating is 7 or lower   2.) Always if tieing or winning run   

3.) Not if winning by 4 or more, try to get trailing runner if adj running rating is 5 or lower, cut throw all other times.

Infield In  - 6th inning or later if tied or losing with runner on 3rd, no force and 0 or 1 out.

Corners In – 7th inning or later in Sacrifice situations(4 or 5 bunter)  and tieing or lead run on base.

Outfield in – tie game 9th inning or later runner on  3rd and less than 2 outs.

Defensive Substitution – 1.) Verdugo in to play LF  from 9th inning on if WINNING.                                                                                                               2.)  Bird for Mancini at 1B from  9th inning on if WINNING.  

 3.) Perez for Diaz at C from  9th inning on if  WINNING.
