Bunt: 8th/9th inning, Mercado w/ runner on 1st, less than 2 out; get running into scoring position

Hit and Run: Not yet.  Let’s see who can actually put the bat on the ball.
Pinch Hitting: 8th on, RISP, Velazquez for Kipnis; Dubon to 2nd, Mercado to cf

          7th on, any situation, best available match-up who is not a catcher for Diaz; Smith to c


          8th on, should Smith come to bat, ph best available including Greiner; Greiner to c

Pitching Rotation

Pitching Strategies:

Starters:
Starters should go at least 2 innings; remove when fatigued afterward

Remove all starters 10 batters after fatigue point – do not risk injury.

Remove all starters in the 8th except Bieber unless a commanding lead

Relievers: Relievers pitch innings/batters as instructed below, unless extra innings or last game of the series.

Please go down list to find first applicable pitcher; if the first choice is unavailable, use the next

Extra innings: Start at the bottom and work up

Try to limit short relievers to 8 batters unless the final game of a series, though I understand there’ll be times when they need to face more.

Rogers 9th inning with a lead to protect; if unavailable, use, then best available match-up 

Scrubb (RT) 8th inning with a lead to protect.  If unavailable, use Cisnero.
Stratton (FT), 6th on, 2 of the next 3 batters are rhb or sh.
Kolarek (BRF): 6th on, 2 of the next 3 batters lhb or sh who match up badly with lhp; also the lefty specialist – for the lhb who absolutely has to be retired before the 9th; if unavailable, use Stratton
Cisnero (RFT): 2nd on; use as Hernandez, below; also the righty specialist – for the rhb who absolutely has to be retired before the 9th.
Hernandez (BRLF) 2nd on; if the starter is fatigued or blowing up, bring in Hernandez to keep the game close.  Note the F on him.  If he’s pitched the day before, use Cisnero (RFT).   Ideally, the starter plus Hernandez or Cisnero should get the team through the 5th. 
Stammen (BLC) jack-of-all-trades, mop up; if none of the above criteria have been met, or if the pitchers called for are unavailable, use Stammen until the criteria change.
Defensive Instructions:

Intentional Walks: No, these pitchers will walk enough on their own.

Corners In: Runner 3rd (and any other bases), +/-1, 0-1 out, 7th inning on, game within 2
Infield In: Winning or Tying run on 3rd, 0-1 out, 8th-9th inning

Outfield in: When a sacrifice fly will score the game-ending winning run
Holding Runners: Always hold runners

Throwing:
Always throw at lone baserunner


Throw at ABR <=7


8th inning on – Throw at Tying or Go Ahead Run at Home ABR <=9

Defensive replacements: In the 8th, Indians winning, if the replaced player has batted, otherwise in the 9th: Dubon to 2b, Mercado to cf.
