Offensive Strategy

Defensive Strategy
- In TPB (cards), Austin Hays starts in LF, Lourdes Gurriel Jr. starts in RF

- In DMB (computer), Austin Hays starts in RF, Lourdes Gurriel Jr. starts in LF

- No Intentional Walks

- Always go for the double play

- Throw at all base runners attempting to steal. If double steal, throw at the weaker basestealer.

- Throw at all base runners attempting to score if the ABR < 7 or VG UNLESS the base runner is the go-ahead
run from 7% inning on. In that case, throw at the lead runner regardless.

Pitching Strategy
