Base Running  - To Home – if  no 0 outs and adj runner rating is 8 or more,  if 1 out and adj. runner rating is 7 or more, 
 2 outs adj. runner rating is 6 or more and if tied in the 9th or extra innings then adj. runner rating 5 or more.

To 3rd base  - only if 1 out and adj. runner rating is 8 or more.

Take extra base on throw through if adj. runner rating is 7 or more and I’m leading.

Pinch running  -  8th inning or later  if tied or losing by 1 run with man on 1st or 2nd with Walls(7),  Chisholm(7) and will attempt to steal.  
Put the defensive team on field. SEE BELOW.  
Defense -  Holding runners – runner on 1st if adj. steal rating is 3 or more.
